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The drill is retracted 2.
after each bite is
completed, with
cuttings in drill flutes

Passive brush remove
cuttings from the drill
string down a chute where
a cuttings pile forms, with
the most recently drilled
material covering the
previous “bite”

Each bite nominally
proceeds 10 cm
further than the
previous bite
(although this can
be adjusted)
